
LITANY OF BLESSING TO BREAK AND REPLACE CURSES 
 

REFLECTION:  The Lord Jesus has told us to bless and not curse, even those who mistreat us. 

One form of bondage among God’s people is the result of some kind of curse. There are many 

kinds of curses … for example: from satanic sources, like through sorcery or witchcraft; or from 

unredeemed human responses, like anger and negative speaking. These curses can spiritually 

bind up us as well as others and hinder God’s People and God’s Work. In this prayer, we pray 

for the Lord Jesus to come and by the mighty power victory of His precious Blood to cancel and 

break and reverse all the evil caused by curses in our lives and in the lives of those we are 

praying for today. We pray in the Holy Name of the Lord Jesus Christ, by the merits of His 

Precious Blood and Resurrection and in the Name of His Holy Church to break any bondages 

and other results caused by curses and replace them with His Blessings. And we profess our faith 

in the Sovereign Protection of God and His Freedom.
